Nina L. Etkin Memorial Scholarship
Description

Up to three awards in honor of the late Dr. Nina L. Etkin, will be made available to advanced graduate students in biocultural and/or medical anthropology who are at the ABD stage. The goal of this award is to support, reward, and/or promote future professionals in biocultural and medical anthropology. Therefore, the criteria for selection emphasize pre-professional activities, such as grants, publications, and presentations at meetings. The Awards Committee will not be asked to judge the relative merits of the dissertation projects. 

To apply, students should submit a letter of recommendation from their academic advisor, current curriculum vitae, and letter of application that includes: 1) date of admittance to PhD program; 2) GPA effective the semester/year of application; 3) one-paragraph dissertation abstract; 4) evidence of progress on dissertation, including expected date of graduation; and 5) a list of other sources of outside support, if any. Students who have received and/or are receiving other funding for dissertation writing are ineligible for this scholarship. 
Amount: Up to $2000

Projected Timeline: Funds are available for Spring 2011. Applications are due on March 30, 2011. Award(s) is announced before the end of Spring Semester 2011.

Criteria for selection:

· timeliness of progress (indicated by date of admittance to PhD program, timetable for completion, letter from advisor)

· overall achievement (indicated by minimum GPA of 3.5 or better, letter from advisor)

overall value of project (indicated by dissertation abstract, letter from advisor)

· extramural grants, if any
· publications, if any
· presentations at professional meetings

· organizing panels at professional meetings
